· Drama Skills 50% -   The student’s attainment of practical drama skills taught in each lesson will account for 40% of the term grade.  10 % of the term grade will be awarded for the student’s level of participation in each session. 

· Final Assessment  40%:  An assignment assessing the Drama theory that may take the form of a written exam or term project.
