Course Description
This phase of study will build on students’ comfort with the linguistic framework within which music lives and works. They will add to their musical vocabulary, and use their understanding of how “sound and time” work together, to make music of their own. 
	EXPECTED OUTCOMES
	By the end of term two, students will:- 

1) be more comfortable with the note values learnt (crotchet, quaver-pair, minim and semi-breve, and their associated rests); 

2) learn five new notes, “Middle C”, “D”, “E”, “F” and “third space C” on the Treble Staff, completing the scale of “C” Major;

3)  play these notes on the Recorder, using the note values learnt;

4) play more involved pieces on the Recorder, incorporating two of the new notes, using the note values already learnt, with and without accompaniment;

5) play simple percussion pieces incorporating the note values learnt;

6) sing the School Song;

7) continue to develop “group co-operation” skills;

8) continue to develop “small muscle” control;

9) enhance their “eye-hand” and “eye-ear” co-ordination; 

10)  improve their powers of concentration.

	MODULE ONE
	Introduction to “third space C”; play new repertoire incorporating the new note; 

	MODULE TWO
	Introduction to “first line E”; play new repertoire incorporating the new note.

	MODULE THREE
	Add “D” and “middle C”; plat the scale of “C Major”. 

	MODULE FOUR
	Consolidate song repertoire; build on previously acquired listening skills.


	ACTIVITIES
	Singing; rhythmic clapping; active and analytical listening; listening/appraisal; play simple pieces on the Recorder; percussion ensemble.

	ASSESSMENT
	Students will:- play selected pieces from acquired repertoire on the recorder; sing part of a known song, as decided by the teacher and individual students.

	MATERIALS/EQUIPMENT
	Recorders; Percussion Instruments; CD player; selected discs; multi-media projector; the internet.


N.B.:- Please be reminded, that by term three, students will be ready to add a second instrument to their musical activity, and be inducted into the “St. George’s Muzik Lab”. Students may, in consultation with Parents and the music teacher, choose from:- trumpet, trombone, alto or tenor saxophone, flute, rhythm guitar, bass guitar.
