Course Description
This course of study continues to build on concepts learnt, and skills acquired, in Forms One and Two. Students will become more skilled at manipulating “sound in time” to create “post-rudimentary” compositions. They will further increase their knowledge of the basic elements of music, and their instrumental skills.
	EXPECTED OUTCOMES
	By the end of term two, students will:-

1) solidify their understanding of scale structure;
2) be able to play scales and arpeggios in the keys of “C”, “G”, “D” and “F” Major on the keyboard, and play them on the recorder, using smaller note values. They will also write these scales, in both ascending and descending form, on the Treble staff;
3) be familiar with the concept of the “Minor scale”;
4) interpret and respond to performance directions, given in Italian;
5) play more advanced pieces involving more of the notes learnt in Forms One and two;
6) expand their song repertoire.

	MODULE ONE
	1) Review Scale and Arpeggio, in “C”, “G” and ”D” Major; add “A” Major;
2) Introduce the “Natural” minor scale;
 2) Further “keyboard awareness”;  

	MODULE TWO
	1) Compositional analysis:- phrase structure; repetition and variation of rhythmic figures; 
2) Vocal development:- care of the voice; voice ranges;

3) Elongation of notes, using “ties” and “dots”;
4) Incomplete bars at the beginning of a piece of music;
5) Continued ear training;
6) More sub-divisions of the beat. 

	ACTIVITIES
	Singing; rhythmic clapping; active and analytical listening/listening games; listening/appraisal; play more involved pieces on the Recorder; percussion ensemble using new rhythm figures learnt.

	ASSESSEMENT
	Students will play more complex pieces on the Recorder; sing part of a learnt song, as decided by the teacher and individual students.

	MATERIALS/EQUIPMENT
	Recorders; Percussion Instruments; Keyboard and Keyboard Diagram; CD player; selected discs; multi-media projector; the internet.


N.B.:- Please be reminded, that by Form Two, students will have been ready to add a second instrument to their musical activity, and be inducted into the “St. George’s Muzik Lab”.  Students may, in consultation with Parents and the music teacher, choose from:- trumpet, trombone, saxophone, flute, rhythm guitar, bass guitar.
